Old Business: 
1. The township is considering the PA Small Water and Sewer Program Grant H2O PA for Big Moores Run Road This is American Rescue Program funding available for between $30,000 and $500,0000, requiring a 15% match. Supervisor and Grant Writer Carol Putt-Ayers attended the webinar on November 9th. 
2. If anyone wants to look at it, Chris Nicholas has sent the presentation, via e-mail, from the October 25, DCNR ATV UTV Pilot Program. Supervisor Andrew Chapell attended this meeting. 
3. Township Equipment continues to undergo maintenance; to be sure that it is ready for winter. 
4. The Winter Maintenance Agreement between Homer Township and Summit Township for Summit providing winter maintenance for Anson Road and Homer providing winter maintenance for Snowman Road will be signed by Summit Township on Tuesday, 12.6.2022. 
5. The Supervisors will need to vote whether or not to approve Homer Township Tax Collector Mary Lilja’s request for reimbursement for expenses for the Tax Collector Convention. This was briefly previously discussed. Mary Lilja has asked if there is reimbursement of $50.00 for attending meetings like this.  I am assuming, she is referring to something like the “meeting pay” that township officials receive for attending the annual Potter County Township Convention. Not sure how many days, that the annual Tax Collector Convention is. I do believe they also have two, (spring/fall) half day, local meetings. 

New Business:
1. PennCore Consulting has sent paperwork concerning Hideaway Lane Subdivision (19 lot subdivision and an approximately 2,966 linear foot access road, by Robert Gruber) off from Back Road. If the township has any comments they need to be submitted to DEP within thirty days.
2. The new installed generator from Palco Sales Corp., has a comprehensive 5 year/2000 hour warranty. Kohler also has 7 year and 10 year extended warranties that can be purchased; but this must be done by January 29, 2023.

3. Upper Pine Creek Council of Governments 2023 dues are $150.00, if we wish to join. 
4. Newell Tereska & Mackay Engineering Potter County Local Bridge Inspection Report from 9.27.2022 has been received re. Big Moores Run. 

5. Patterson Lumber is finished logging on Heth Road and would like their bond money back. 
6.  PA Dept. of Community and Economic Development has sent a Broadband Development Authority, Municipal Broadband Survey that they want municipalities to complete.
