Old Business: 
1. Annual Township Clean Up Days were Saturday, 6.17.23 and Sunday, 6.18.23. Roadmaster Otto Deutschlander, again chaired this successful event.   
2. We are awaiting notification about the grant for Big Moores Run. 

3.  Dirt and Gravel Road Certifications. Andrew, Carol, Otto, and Rick Ayers will be going for training September 6 and 7, 2023.     
4. The 2023 Potter County Township Convention is slated for November 4, 2023 at the CVFD Training Center. The association dues are $40.00. 
5. Bids for materials were advertised, received, opened and awarded to the lowest bidders at the June meeting. One of those bidders has been unable to supply the material that they bid on. 
6. A reminder was issued to township workers that the building needs to be locked whenever there is not someone present. 
7. The September Meeting is scheduled for the 2nd Monday, 9.11.23, because of the Labor Day Holiday.  
New Business:
1. Complaints have been received regarding dust and grading occurring after application of dust suppressant. Complaints have also been received about grading and then when it rained, everything turning to mud. It seems difficult for some residents to understand that grading must take place when weather permits.  
2. A request for garbage service was received.

3. A complaint was received regarding a drainage pipe and water draining into the resident’s lawn.  

4. Environmental Energy Solutions applied the first round of dust suppressant (Ultra Bond 2000) to Homer Township’s Roads that are part of the ATV/UTV Pilot Program (Grom Hill Road, Quimby Road & part of Back Road). Keating Township inquired as to what material was initially applied on Homer’s Roads. There have been complaints about the dust. The second round of dust suppressant (Liquid Magnesium) was applied by Innovative Solutions on 6.26, 2023. It may be difficult to judge how effective the second round of application, with a different product has been; in comparison to the first application, as we have recently had a lot of rain. 
5. Road Work-Summer Road Work is taking place.
6. Supervisor Carol Putt-Ayers will report on the Tues., 6.27.23 municipality planning meeting, held @ Emergency Services, which she attended. The municipal responsibilities for hazard mitigation planning and the 2024 P.C. Hazard Mitigation Plan Update project schedule were reviewed and discussed. 

7. Senate Bill 740 was passed which raises auditors’ wages to $18.00 an hour. A resolution will be needed if the township decides to go this route. 

8. Forest Wide Consulting, Real Estate, Planning has questions about log hauling out of Sylvania Township up Southwoods Road. 

9. An information request has been received as to the names of the township supervisors for the year 2021, prior to November elections.
